Avoid irrigation during direct 
sunshine hours. Water supply through drip irrigation saves water loss. 
Provide mulching for protection against temperature.

As high temperature is prevailing, sucking pests like thrips, aphids and 
whiteflies might increase in cowpea. Spray 2% neem oil garlic 
emulsion on the leaves at two weeks interval.
