To control rice bug in paddy, spray fish jaggery extract (20 ml/It) or neem

Pl Rice bug ~ seed kernel extract (50 gram/It). Keep the field and bunds free of weeds and
grasses.
Banana L eaf eating Collect the young larvae and destroy. If severe apply Quinalphos 25 EC (1.5
caterpillar ~ ml/It) at leaf axils.
Brinjal White fly  Place yellow sticky traps @ 20 no/ha. Spray Lecanicillium lecanii 20 gram/It

Provide plenty of drinking water to cattle. Avoid grazing in the peak hours of the day. Provide
Cattle fan and proper ventilation in the shed
